Keep 
chemicals in their 
original bottles, up 
and away from 
children and pets.

Teach children to avoid 
touching or eating 
wild mushrooms, 
berries, or plants 
they find outdoors.

When using insect 
repellent, keep it away 
from the eyes and mouth.
Remember to wash off 
bug spray once indoors.
